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EME’ Pastor’s Letter Eﬁ’
Dear Friends,

If you feel mentally and physically drained these days, you are not alone. The weight of divisive politics, authoritarian
leaders, threats to our freedoms, and the constant cycle of tragic news about war and suffering is immense.

I n these moment s, I hold tight to the message of tt
me can find forgiveness, that death is not the final word, and that faith can light the way out of any darkness.

That hope is my cornerstone. But in the spirit of encouragement, | wanted to share 10 other reasons that help me
persevere. My sincere hope is that they bring you strength as well.

1. The Unbreakable Strength of Human Connection

Even when institutions and systems fail, the one-to-one connection between people remains a powerful source of
strength. The love you share with family, the laughter with a good friend, the kindness of a stranger—these small, real
moments create a web of support that can hold you up when the larger world feels like it's crumbling. Nurturing these
relationships gives you a reason to keep going, both for yourself and for them.

2. Your Irreplaceable Spark

No one in history has had your unique combination of thoughts, experiences, talents, and perspectives. You have a
contribution to make that is entirely your own, w h ¢
you listen to others. To give up would be to rob the world of that unique light that only you can offer.

3. The Certainty of Change

Nothing is permanent, including periods of great difficulty. History shows us that empires fall, oppressive systems
crumble, and social consciousness evolves. The world you see today is not the world that will exist in 10, 20, or 50 years.
Holding on is an act of faith in the principle that tides turn and better days can and do arrive.

4. The Unfailing Beauty of the Natural World

Politics and human conflicts are all-consuming, but they are a small part of a much larger, older story. Step outside and
notice the rhythm of the seasons, the resilience of a flower growing through concrete, or the vastness of the starry sky.
Nature provides a profound sense of perspective and peace, reminding us of a beauty and order that exists beyond
human chaos.

5. The Power to Create Pockets of Goodness

You may not be able to solve world hunger or stop a war, but you absolutely have the power to make your immediate
environment better. You can create a peaceful home, cultivate a beautiful garden, volunteer at a local shelter, or mentor
a young person. By creating and defending your own small "pocket of goodness," you push back against the darkness in a
real and tangible way.

6. The Resilience of Humanity

We have survived and overcome unimaginable hardships before—plagues, world wars, economic collapses, and periods
of intense division. We are the descendants of survivors. This shared history is not a reason for despair, but a testament
to our incredible collective capacity for endurance, innovation, and rebuilding.

7. The Promise of Future Joy

Your story isn't over yet. To give up is to assume you know the ending. You don't. Ahead of you are sunrises you haven't
seen, songs you haven't heard, books you haven't read, and moments of unexpected laughter and joy you can't yet
imagine. Stay in the story to see what happens next.

8. The Potential for Growth Through Adversity

The most difficult times are often the catalysts for the greatest personal growth. They force us to become more resilient,
more compassionate, more creative, and more aware of what truly matters. The struggles you face today are forging a
stronger, wiser version of you that will be better equipped for whatever comes next.

9. Being a Good Ancestor

Your actions today, no matter how small they seem, ripple into the future. By choosing perseverance, integrity, and hope,
you are setting an example for those who will come after you. Living a life of courage in difficult times becomes part of a
legacy that can inspire future generations, just as we are inspired by the courage of those who came before us.
