A Sunday Devotion from Last Sunday Sermon (2/1/2026)            

Revelation 2:1-7; Matthew 5:1-12 “Church Where We Live”

The Johari Window of the Soul 

To build a healthy church, we must understand the four areas where we live: 

• The Arena (Public): What everyone sees, like our work or roles in worship. 

• The Mask (Hidden): Things we keep secret. We must bring these into the light of a 

trusted group to find healing from the "fungus" of sin. 

• The Blind Spot: Things others see that we don't. We need "iron to sharpen iron" to 

smooth our rough edges. 

• The Potential (Unknown): The person God knows you can become when fully 

yielded to the Spirit and connected to the body of Christ. 

 

Lessons from Ephesus 

The church in Ephesus appeared as the "Gold Standard" publicly. However, they had a 

dangerous Blind Spot: while fighting for truth, their hearts had hardened. They had 

"abandoned the love [they] had at first". 

 

The Heaven That Comes Down 

Our hope is the New Jerusalem, a community of total light where no "Hidden" or "Blind" 

spots remain. This is not an escape from the world, but the "home of God among 

mortals". We live out this potential here and now through the Beatitudes—becoming 

peacemakers and seekers of righteousness.
