Harvey Milk Day, May 22nd

Harvey Milk was one of t he w-andifsaostyisible one- symbolwed thenfreedom ® a
live life with authenticity to millions of LGBT women and men around the world. He showed us all what one person,
standinguploudlyand clearly, against a fierce societal fear
tomorrow, envisioned governments that celebrate the rich and universally empowering diversity of humanity, where all
individuals — gay, lesbian, bisexual, transgendered, racial and ethnic minorities, the elderly, the young, the disabled — all
who had been excluded can fully participate in all societal rights without exception. Milk was assassinated in 1978, less
than a year after his election. Memorialized by the Harvey Milk Foundation and annually celebrated on May 22nd by the
California legislature signed into law by Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger in 2009.
