Decades later, my heart still overflows with gratitude for the soul who
looked at a struggling student and said, "I believe in her.

This self is porous — ready to
absorb, learn and grow — to take meaning from all life has to offer. The porous self knows that it is seen. The
porous self knows that it is not in control and does not have to manufacture some ideal to have a meaningful
life.

Charles Taylor describes the second way of being a person as the buffered self. The buffered self is
sealed off; it has been trained to rely on self only, track, optimize, and control all aspects of life. The buffered
self must manufacture significance and meaning from within. Thoughts and feeling are regulated, andt h e
Do ” Ilvensldng. iTkis type of person may seem very in control and organized, but it also means that the
entire weight of life is theirs alone to carry with only limited tools. The buffered self is self-made, and while many
may acclaim it — the buffered self is ultimately very alone and very, very tired.

June 28, 1969 marks the beginning of the Stonewall Uprising, a series of events between police and LGBTQ+ protesters
which stretched over six days. While the events of Stonewall are often referred to as "riots," Stonewall veterans have
explicitly stated that they prefer the term uprising or rebellion. References to it a “riots” was initially used by police to
justify their use of force. The Stonewall events were a series of spontaneous, violent demonstrations by members of the gay
community against a police raid that took place in the early morning hours at the Stonewall Inn, New York City. They are
widely considered to constitute the single most important event leading to the gay liberation movement and the modern

fight for LGBT rights in the United States. This, acted as a major catalyst for the modern gay rights movement,
transforming LGBTQ+ activism from a quiet, assimilationist approach into a visible, militant demand for equality.
